Letter-of-Intent Requirements

Applicants must submit a letter-of-intent package that includes the following:
· A completed letter-of-intent form
· An abstract of the proposed research project and a description of its relevance to the study of hematology (References do not need to be included.)
· A curriculum vitae that demonstrates that the applicant meets the eligibility requirements

Eligibility Criteria

At the time of application (October 29, 2010):

· The applicant must either be an ASH Associate or Active member or have submitted a membership application.
· The applicant must not have any other career-development funding.
· The applicant must have completed at least four months, but less than 18 months, of post-doctoral research training.
· The proposed research must be in hematology or a hematology-related area.
· The applicant should be planning to pursue an investigative career in hematology research.
· The applicant must have clear and documented support of a funded mentor (funding may be NIH, federal, foundation, or private) and documented support from the program director for dedicated research time.  The mentor must remain funded during the award period.
· The applicant must have a mentor who is an ASH member. If the mentor is not an active ASH member, a letter of support from an ASH member must be included.
· At least 75 percent of the applicant’s full-time professional efforts must be devoted to research during the funded period.

At the time of the award (July 1, 2011) the applicant must:

· Be an MD, DO, DO/PhD, or MD/PhD

· Be either an ASH Associate or Active member

· Have completed one year of clinical training within a hematology, hematology/oncology, or hematology-related training program in the United States or Canada

· Be a third- or fourth-year trainee in a hematology, hematology/oncology, or hematology-related training program in the United States or Canada (or if the applicant is in a two year training program, be a second or third-year trainee)
